Dear BCA Community,  
 
IÕm thankful to report that we have not had any cases of H1N1 in our community.  At BCA we are 
taking several precautions to lessen the chance of germs spreading.  Two weeks ago at 
secondary chapel, Tamara Hudson taught the students how to correctly wash their hands, and 
how to do the ÔelbowÕ cough and sneezeÑ in order to avoid the spread of germs via hands.  Hand 
sanitizer has been placed in each of the classrooms for use after coughing and sneezing, and all 
high touch areas (computer keyboards, door handles, etc) are being sanitized twice daily.  In 
addition, any student who comes to school sick is being sent home.  Please do not send your child 
if they are coughing, have a headache, or have had a fever in the last 24 hours.   
 
In addition to health safety issues, we also recently discussed our crisis management safety plan.  
Students have participated in both fire and earthquake drills as well as an evacuation drill.  
Attached youÕll find BCAÕs Crisis Management Plan.  Please familiarize yourself with it, paying 
particular attention to what your children will be doing in the event of a catastrophic event.  It is 
obviously our hope and prayer that we never need to put this plan to use, but we want to err on the 
side of preparedness. Should you have questions, please feel free to contact me. 
 
I love that our students generally   enjoy coming to school! However, students should not begin 
arriving at school until 7:30am; classes begin at 8:00am.  Due to our concern for the safety and 
well-being of our students, and because staff are not required to be at school until 7:30am, fines 
will be incurred for students who are dropped off or arrive to school before 7:30am.  A charge of 
10RON per student will be incurred for every five minutes students are at school before 7:30am.  
Exceptions will be made for music practices and other supervised events. 
 
Finally, as many of you know, our website is currently being updated.  We love to use photos of 
your kids to represent BCA, however we also want to maintain standards of security to protect 
them.  To that end they will never be identified by name when a photo of them is used on our site.  
If you would prefer that your childÕs photograph not be used on the site, please call Mihaela in the 
BCA office (021.323.5887/5408) and let her know. 
 
As those of us from the United States celebrate Thanksgiving this month, IÕm reminded of a 
multitude of reasons for which to give thanks.  One of them is for the gift of each member of our 
community who make us what we are.  We truly are more than the sum of our parts, and IÕm 
thankful to be living life with each of you  !

Build to Equip—BCA’s Campus Project          
 
Building Update:  Our city-planning certificate (Certificat de Urbanism) has been 
issued. This is the important first step in the approval process to begin construction. If 
the mayor would waive the requirement for a detailed urban plan (PUD), we would 
save significant time and money. Please pray that God would cause the mayor to see 
the community benefits of our project and waive the PUD requirement. 
 
Fall Harvest Update:  As youÕve heard from other updates, almost $8000 in gifts and 
pledges and $400 in monthly support has come in from our community. We know 
that some of you are still considering how to participate. Thank you for standing behind 
our campus project in this significant way. If you made a pledge, you can go to this 
temporary website to see giving options:  

Also, this week, BCAÕs 
Development Committee will be sending copies of our full case statement to potential 
major donors.

Fundraising Summary:  Here is a breakdown of where we stand in terms of capital 
funds and our fundraising goals: 

• $605,000 in capital funds ($105,000 becomes available in Aug 2010)Ñ this 
includes previous donations made in 2007-08 

• $20,810 raised in 2009 through donations ($234,190 to go to meet $255,000 
fundraising goal) 

• $160.56 has been raised through www.igive.com/bucharestchristianacademy. 
We have 41 members. Remember, this is free money for BCA, so tell your 
friends to shop using this site. 

• $400,000 loan still needed to be repaid in six years at 7% interest. We can 
consider smaller loans only if we have enough lenders to meet the $400,000 
goal.  

 
Groundbreaking is scheduled for next spring. Pray with us that God will provide all the 
resources we need in His time.
